Last Thursday, February 18, Montana and British
Columbia inked an historic "Memorandum of
Understanding on Environmental Protection, Climate
Change, and Energy" - with heavy emphasis on
protecting the Tranboundary Flathead River from mining
and energy extraction.
 
Coming just a week after B.C.'s Throne Speech that
announced the Province's  ban on these same industrial
activities (see that story here), we can only say, "It's been
a heck of a February, and a BIG victory for
conservation!"
 
But the work to protect the incredibly special Flathead 
isn't over yet!  Please read on!
 
The MOU Sets the Stage for Permanent Conservation
of the Transboundary Flathead!

What  is the MOU?   The B.C. - Montana MOU sets

out policy goals and objectives, but is not  the actual
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measures, policies, and legislation
are still needed to guarantee

protection.

legislation needed to solidify conservation of the

Transboundary Flathead. 
Then what  does the MOU accomplish?  The MOU

establishes a commitment to action by both B.C. and
Montana.  It also breaks the diplomatic log jamb that
has plagued resolution of the  Flathead since 1975.
What  still needs to be done?   On the US side of

the border, at a minimum, Montanans must legislate a
ban on mining and energy projects within the
watershed.  This includes retiring the 200,000 acres of
dormant oil and gas leases in the Whitefish Range
west of Glacier Park.  Other measures may be
necessary to further safeguard water quality and
wildlife and to protect Glacier Park and the Waterton-
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Oil and Gas Lease Retirement Next!
The B.C. - Montana MOU specifies

safeguarding the Transboundary Flathead
from damage by mining and oil and gas

development.  This means lease retirement
on the U.S. side of the border.  (Click on
