Important Update:  UNESCO Draft Report Warns of

On January 21, the U.S. National Park Service held a
press conference in Washington, D.C., to address public
interest in the UNESCO mission report on the 'state of
conservation' of the Waterton - Glacier World Heritage
Site.
 
In a nutshell, the UNESCO report afÞrms that the B.C.
management plan for the Canadian headwaters of the
Flathead River that puts mining and energy above all
other values could severely threaten the water, wildlife
and cultural values of the World Heritage Site.

As reported in a previous edition of Headwaters Montana
E-News, (click here) the fate of the Flathead depends on
Canadians and Americans working together to
permanently protect our world-class water and wildlife.
 
In Canada it means:

adding a Flathead, B.C., section to Waterton Lakes
National Park;
permanently ban mining and oil and gas in the rest
of the valley; and
creating a Wildlife Management Area that links
wildlife between Banff National Park and the U.S.
border.

In the U.S. it means:

retiring the 200,000 acres of dormant oil and gas
leases in the WhiteÞsh Range west of Glacier Park;
protecting the northern WhiteÞsh Range against the
border as wilderness; and
protecting the Glacier Park backcountry from
possible future development.
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Headwaters Montana thinks 2010 is
the year to reach a comprehensive

solution for the Transboundary
