Brief History
 
The WhiteÞsh Range was Þrst proposed for congressional
wilderness protection decades ago.
 
Montanans included the area in the 1988 Montana
Wilderness Bill. However, President Reagan pocket-
vetoed the legislation, the Þrst time a sitting president
ever vetoed a state delegation's wilderness bill.
 
Today, a WhiteÞsh Range Wilderness makes more sense
than ever.
 
Vital Statistics
 
The WhiteÞsh Range Wilderness proposal comprises
several 'Inventoried Roadless Areas' (IRA's).  These
include:

Tuchuck and Mount Hefty IRAs at 36,209 acres
Thompson Seton and WhiteÞsh Range IRAs at
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a key element in the  Simple Solution for the
Transboundary Flathead.

Total area of the proposed WhiteÞsh Range Wilderness is
about 139,087  acres.
 
The proposed wilderness lies within the Flathead and
Kootenai national forests.  Both national forests have
recommended most of these IRAs  for wilderness
designation or some similar management category.
